What is this event?

The IWA World Water Congress and
Exhibition is a high-profile international
event that is staged in a different city each
time it is held.

Join 3,000 water experts

More than 3,000 delegates are expected
to attend the Vienna Congress. Most of
the delegates will be drawn from the IWA
membership comprising 10,000 individual
and 400 corporate water professionals
from 130 different countries.

Beyond the two open technical tours, one
to show you where Vienna'’s drinking water
comes from and the other to show you how
Vienna treats its wastewater, the press will
have an exclusive field trip to Vienna’s very
advanced wastewater treatment plant.
